
Information for Webelos cabin camping with the Troop 
 

 
Camping  - As a guest of the troop, Webelos Scouts are invited to cabin 
camp both Friday and Saturday night.  BSA regulations require Webelos 
Scouts to be accompanied by a parent, guardian or an adult (over 18) 
family member when overnight camping.   Webelos Scouts and their 
parents must meet with the Troop at St. Mark’s at 5:45 pm Friday.  
Webelos Scouts and parents who wish to camp only Saturday night must 
meet with the Troop at the camp early Saturday morning.   
 
Registration - Webelos Scouts and their parent must register with the 
Troop, not the Pack.  A Troop permission slip must be filled out and 
returned to the Troop Activity Chair with payment specified.  Both Scout 
and parent must pay the fee.  Please write your Den number on the 
permission slip.   
 
Meals - The fee pays for the Saturday breakfast, Saturday dinner and 
Sunday breakfast, which will be cooked by the troop.  You must provide 
your own bag lunch on Saturday or bring food to cook as a Den.  Friday 
dinner is not provided for by the Troop.   
 
Sleeping arrangements - A typical cabin is heated with a wood burning 
stove and has bunk beds with spring/fabric or wire mesh platform.  The 
Youth are assigned bunks on one side of the room with the adults 
bunking on the opposite side.  There is a small closet in which the adults 
must change clothes.    
 
Personal Gear - Webelos and parents will need the following gear:   
sleeping bag, bed roll or mat, winter outerwear, change of clothing, mess 
kit (knife, fork, spoon, cup and plastic plate), canteen or water bottle, 
flashlight and toiletry items.  You may bring board games to play during 
your free time. Do not bring any electronic devices such as: radios, cell 
phones, gameboys, walkmans, etc.  Boy scouts camp in rain or shine, so 
it would be a good idea to bring a poncho and pair of waterproof or water 
resistant boots.  
 
Special Needs - Please inform the Troop if you have any special needs 
such as dietary, allergies or medical conditions that we need to be 
aware of.
